· This project will be a Poster Board/Presentation Board displaying a food web in a particular Biome (Biomes are presented on pages 94-111 in your textbook). Poster board will be provided, if needed.
· The Title of the Biome should go at the top of the poster board (see biomes below).
· The poster board should display biotic (living) and abiotic (non-living) things (a good example can be seen on page 48 or 50 in your textbook – but yours will be different because it will be appropriate to your particular biome).
· It can be hand drawn with labels or it can have pictures printed from the internet and cut and pasted onto your poster board, but must have all of these components:
· The plants and animals on your poster board should be from your particular biome

· It should be as colorful and creative as possible; have fun with the assignment
· The food web displayed should have at least 10 different organisms (living things – plants, animals, etc.) from the biome used.
· You must also display a picture of the biome with 5 abiotic aspects of the ecosystem labeled. You must also include captions of why each is important to the life of the biome.
· You must display the initial energy source as well as producers, consumers, and decomposers in your poster (refer to page 53-54 in your text for examples).
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In the corner of the poster board, there should be a typed paragraph describing the characteristics of the biome(Use the descriptions of each biome in chapter 4 as a guide). The role of each biotic and abiotic feature you have displayed should also be labeled or captioned.

2. Savanna

4. Temperate Grassland

5. Temperate Deciduous Forest

6. Temperate Woodland and Shrubland
